Municipal tax revenue is paid to
the Town of Knightdale by residents living inside the corporate
limits of the Town. Those living outside the corporate limits do
not pay Town taxes and therefore are charged a higher rate for
participation. Participants must live inside the corporate limits of
the Town of Knightdale at the time of registration to receive the
Resident rate.
